There are several signs and pavement markings that are used extensively at roundabouts.

Here are their meanings:
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Roundabout Ahead: This sign is posted in advance of
the roundabout to alert drivers that they are
approaching a roundabout.

Underneath the roundabout ahead sign, as shown here,
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KENT AVE street sign, which tells the motorist the name of the
intersecting street in advance of the intersection. The

other is an advisory speed.

Chevron (black arrows on yellow
background) and One-Way sign
assembly: These signs are used
together, as shown here. They are
placed in the central island at a location
where entering drivers can see them.
They serve to reinforce to drivers that
they must drive counterclockwise
around the central island of the
roundabout.
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Advance Lane Choice (multi-lane roundabouts only): This
sign is posted in advance of the roundabout, and helps
drivers to determine which lane they need to be in before
entering a multi-lane roundabout. Drivers should choose
the appropriate lane prior to entering the roundabout, and
refrain from changing lanes while circulating inside the
roundabout.

Pavement Markings

Pavement markings at a single-lane roundabout are fairly simple.

Yield line is composed of small, triangular
pavement markings to represent the

This is the point at
which entering vehicles must yield.
