► Councilor Burch reported that the Public Arts Team would like to invite everyone to the dedication of Commune on September 12 at the northeast corner of Navajo and Salisbury Streets.
►Director of Development Poole reported that on September 12 at 8:30 a.m. there is a grand opening celebration of the ReNEWW house.  He explained that the house is a project with Purdue University, Purdue Research Foundation (PRF), and Whirlpool that is designed to be a net-zero energy home.  He stated that this is a unique situation as it is a historic home instead of a brand new home; it is the first use of a historic home for this purpose.  He confirmed for Mayor Dennis that it was done with respect to the existing architecture.
► Public Works Director Buck reported on rain delays on the Cumberland Avenue project.  Foundation work for new fence and railings has started on Northwestern Avenue.  He stated that work is wrapping up and we are looking at doing some additional work this fall for some winter repairs and additional sidewalk patches.
► Police Chief Dombkowski reported that there were very few arrests, only five, during the football weekend.  He described the partying in the Village as controlled chaos.
► Mayor Dennis congratulated Parks Assistant Superintendent Ainsworth on being with the City for 40 years.
► Mayor Dennis noted that this is the last meeting for Board member Shawn Little.  He thanked Ms. Little for her service to the City.
