PARKING REGULATIONS
OVERTIME PARKING
WITHIN THE SAME BLOCK

West Lafayette City Code, Chapter 44, Stopping, Standing, and Parking, Section 44.02, Signs or marking indicating
parking methods or restrictions, (b): “Upon any street or alley so signed and marked, no person shall park or
stand a vehicle except in obedience to such signs or markings. It shall be a violation of a time duration
parking restriction if the vehicle remains parked within the same block after the time duration provided. It
shall also be a violation of this section if the operator of the vehicle removes or permits the removal of
marking chalk while the vehicle is still parked within the same block subject to time restricted parking.”

Both sides of the street on any given block are considered the same block as illustrated below:
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
