Eric L. – April … dedicate Heron sculpture, artist in town. Another performance. May 13 gallery opening Pop goes purdue.

Joint Board Report
Nick – Eric B sent overview, will read. T JB mtg new memo of understanding, reviewed based on… don’t have to approve, minor changes. Within same affordability cap, outlines savings, enhanced… Purdue advance add’l 1.5m, repayable L/V tif area that Purdue creates, after it is increased to $5m. Will get more out of State St. project… Purdue with advance more… before was only Purdue tif.
Bunder – 1.2 deferred recovery?
DeBoer – yes
Bunder – payback is add’l funds from tif1. What would be the downside?
Nick – can’t extract resources, otherwise, at least in short term.  By allowing Purdue to build add’l, see improvements in district
Bunder – who gets the money? In the old setup it would be in Oates’ budget. Hassler? Sulliven? Where do funds go? JB?
(Mayor – comes to us)
Bunder – goes go to us if to Purdue to payback
Mayor – eventually through us to that TIF
Bunder – what do they get out of it?
Mayor – designed so that when they built that building there was a threshold they had to meet prior to it going to Purdue. In essence it comes to us.
Bunder – then we pay them back?
Mayor – no
Bunder – we use tif for just about everything, dump trucks. Who manages when get?
Poole – established baseline, until tif brigns in $5, no money paying back Purdue. So always a threshold. Purdue buildings, has to build taxable in order for us to repay
Bunder – who gets?
Poole – goes back to RDC, increment… max of $1.2… if only $50,000 available Purdue only reimbursed that.
Bunder – Purdue U or PRF or JB?
Poole – Purdue itself, is doing development
Dietrich – not seeing advantage or reason to tap into that TIF instead of keeping in one agreed upon
Poole – only one with increment already in, so advantageous for Purdue to develop there, they own land there, opportunity to develop and higher demand
DeBoer - … spend sooner
Poole – right now 3.7. until it hits $5m, making sure we have money to pay State St and community projects, Purdue does not get paid back. Spur development. Win for all of us.
Dietrich – amortization? All at once?
Poole – whatever is available over $5million
Dietrich – 
Poole - $5m threshold. $ not leaving… $ for community and State St
Dietrich – don’t understand increment issue… continue to get everything above $5m until paid back?
Poole – yes. 
Dietrich – quickest period of time instead of schedule
Poole – yes, discussed RDC. Move requirement off books
Bunder – advantage, we get Airport Rd?
Poole – not sure. Helps us buy down future expenses and increase amount of project
Keen – Purdue’s best interest to build as quickly as can and non-tax-exempt, we get tax revenues back
Bunder – agree, but for those of us who went through Wang Hall…
Poole – benefit of this is they don’t get paid back
DeBoer – aligned incentives
Jha – paying additional…
Deboer – money we wouldn’t have
Jha – Univ funding up front?
Bunder – only info from attending JB. Impression advantage of doing this…. Reluctant to give up dump truck…. City gains because there are funds we are not paying back, deferring… another pool of money.

Sanders – announcement Purdue Zika virus… member… mosquito season about to begin here. Point out that mosquito control is a local phenonenom… control city and neighborhoods. One thing brough to attention is standing water…. Most breed in standing water, created by human sources. Wondering if Santiation would consider idea of spending bit time to re-cap garbage cans in allys. Know it takes more time, but if not done potential accumulate water. Some species breed in as little as 4 days. Don’t just come from all over… limited radius.  If we can do whatever we can to develop consciences, benefit
Payne – tend to close a lot of lids left out… north end doesn’t tend to be left out. Near campus, close… they don’t want water either, so close ours. With cans bought by others, issue, but can work on.
Sanders – development of a conscenness is important.

Mayor – spoke with rick Walker, NRT, will be more alerted to that too. Will at least make notification, or notify health dept if critical.

Dietrich – update on budget… timetable similar past… Council meet dept heads early June.
