MINUTES OF THE

WEST LAFAYETTE REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

January 3, 2006

Redevelopment Commission members present: Steve Belter, Patsy Hoyer, Earle Nay, Sandy Pearlman, and Larry Oates.  Also in attendance:  Clerk Treasurer Judy Rhodes, City Attorney Bob Bauman, Development Director Josh Andrew, Charlotte Martin of the Development Department, Parks Superintendent Joe Payne, City Council member Matt Plomin, and citizens and members of the media.  


 Mr. Belter called the meeting to order.  (Directed to Ms. Martin) Were the appropriate notices posted and mailed?  Ms. Martin answered yes.  


Ms. Rhodes swore in Steve Belter, Patsy Hoyer, Earle Nay, Sandy Pearlman, and Larry Oates as a group for the year of 2006.


Mr. Nay made a nomination to keep the officer slate as it was last year.  Mr. Belter stated that those were myself as President, Patsy Hoyer as Vice President, and Earle Nay as Secretary.  Mr. Oates seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 4-0.


Mr. Belter said welcome to the group Larry and thank you for agreeing to serve.  Mr. Oates answered thank you.  I am very happy to be able to serve on the Redevelopment Commission and I look forward to a good year.

OLD BUSINESS


Mr. Nay made a motion to approve the December 16, 2005 minutes.  Ms. Pearlman seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 4-0.

Mr. Belter asked when do we close on the Burnham’s property?  Mr. Bauman answered later this month.  We haven’t gotten a date yet but we expect to close after the 20th meeting.  We’ll need to approve a claim then for a portion of the purchase price.  

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Nay made a motion to authorize the trustee to pay a claim.  Ms. Pearlman seconded.  Mr. Belter stated that this is a claim from INDOT for the short term repair of Lindberg Road.  Ms. Martin stated that this is our portion.  Mr. Bauman stated that Mr. Buck will be arranging with an outside survey contractor to establish new points so that we can continue to monitor the amount of movement at different portions of the roadway.  

Mr. Belter asked if there were any questions or comments.  None were made.  The motion passed unanimously 4-0.  

Mr. Belter asked if there was any other business.  Mr. Andrew stated that I will have the annual report to you for the meeting of January 20th.  Mr. Bauman stated that it’s been a busy year.  Mr. Belter stated that Earle did a presentation at the town forum a couple months back and had come up with a list of an incredible number of individual projects that we’ve been involved with.  I wouldn’t have guessed we even had that many.  

The Commission confirmed their next meetings for January 20th at 12:00 noon, and February 17th at 12:00 noon.  Mr. Oates stated that February’s meeting will not work for me.  Mr. Belter asked Charlotte if Monday the 13th or Monday the 20th would be better for claims.  Ms. Martin answered that later in the month is always better but we are closed on the 20th.  The Commission rescheduled for February 13th at 12:00 noon.  

Mr. Belter asked if there was any public comment for the Commission.  None was made.  Mr. Nay made a motion to adjourn.  Ms. Pearlman seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 4:46 pm.
