MINUTES OF THE

WEST LAFAYETTE REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

June 13, 2005

Redevelopment Commission members present: Steve Belter, Patsy Hoyer, Chris Corrigan and Sandy Pearlman.  Also in attendance:  Clerk-Treasurer Judy Rhodes, Development Director Josh Andrew, Charlotte Martin, Bev Shaw, Jeff Leuenberger and Cindy Loerbs-Polley of the Development Department, Parks Superintendent Joe Payne, City Attorney Bob Bauman, Tom Gall of TJ Gall & Associates, City Council member Patti O’Callaghan, and citizens and members of the media.  


Mr. Belter called the meeting to order at 12:04 pm.  

OLD BUSINESS

Ms. Pearlman made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 16, 2005 meeting.  Ms. Hoyer seconded.  Mr. Belter stated that I have one correction to page 3, 7th line, it should be “recuse” as opposed to “recluse”.  The motion passed unanimously 3-0 as corrected.  

NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Pearlman made a motion to authorize the trustee to pay the claims.  Ms. Hoyer seconded.  

Mr. Belter asked if all the appropriate approvals are on these expenditures.  (Directed to Ms. Martin)  Ms. Martin answered yes.

Mr. Belter asked Mr. Gall to give an update on the projects that the Commission is paying for.  Mr. Gall stated that the Overlook is finished and Milestone has billed to 100% of their work.  We have been working out on the streets of Cumberland and Kent Avenue.  The utilities are almost out of our way.  Some of the Verizon lines are much shallower than we anticipated and they are not consistent.  It’s been slow going with that.

Mr. Belter asked if there were any questions or comments regarding the claims.  None were made.  The motion passed unanimously 3-0.

Ms. Pearlman made a motion to approve Resolution RC-2005-6.  Ms. Hoyer seconded.  Mr. Payne stated that the long running work to come up with a plan for redoing Brown Street between Tapawingo and the overlook is now in an engineering form.  We were trying to come up with a solution to make that intersection as safe as possible for everyone that uses it.  The childcare uses it on a daily basis.  We are also providing additional parking for Tapawingo Park. This includes construction, curb and gutter work, adding some additional drainage, providing the additional parking, providing a two way passage on the street, and resurfacing Brown Street next year with the resurfacing project.  We’ve also done a lot of work off our utility building.  We are hoping to have a little additional in the appropriation to add a couple of rocks in the playground.

Mr. Belter asked what the rocks are made out of.  Mr. Payne stated that they are made of concrete.  They are creative concrete rocks.  These have been very popular.  

Mr. Belter opened a public hearing on RC-2005-6 which proposes to spend $185,000 for an improvement to the intersection of Brown Street and Tapawingo Drive.  No comments were made.  The public hearing was closed.

The motion passed unanimously 3-0.

Mr. Gall stated that we need to arrange another meeting to approve that agreement after bids come in.  The Commission scheduled the next meeting for Friday, July 1st at noon.  The following two meetings were also scheduled for July 18th at 11 am and August 22nd at noon.  

Mr. Belter asked if there were any other questions or comments for the Commission.  None were made.  

Ms. Pearlman made a motion to adjourn.  Ms. Hoyer seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 3-0.  The meeting adjourned at 12:24 pm.
